Teza de abilitare ce poarta titlul Studiul limbii romane. De la analiza discursului
la abordarile computationale prezintd realizarile mele stiintifice si profesionale n
perioada de dupd obtinerea titlului de doctor in Filologie (2011), precum si planul de
dezvoltare a carierei. Teza sintetizeaza indeosebi activitatea mea didactica si de
cercetare focalizatd pe studiul limbii romane din diverse perspective disciplinare si
interdisciplinare implicand, in grade diferite, analiza discursului, lingvistica integrala,
gramatica (infra- si transfrasticd), stilistica, lingvistica cognitiva si lingvistica de corpus
(uneori cuplatd cu instrumente computationale). Lucrarea de fatad descrie realizari
originale rezultate din activitatea mea didactica si stiintifica. Teza are urmatorul cuprins:

2. Abstract (in English)

The habilitation thesis titled The Study of the Romanian Language. From
Discourse Analysis to Computational Approaches presents my scientific and
professional achievements in the period following the attainment of the title of Doctor
in Philology (2011), as well as my career development plan. The thesis synthesizes, in
particular, my teaching and research activities focused on the study of the Romanian
language from various disciplinary and interdisciplinary perspectives, involving, to
varying degrees, discourse analysis, integral linguistics, grammar (intrafrastic and
transfrastic), stylistics, cognitive linguistics, and corpus linguistics (sometimes coupled
with computational tools). This work describes original achievements resulting from my
teaching and scientific activity. The thesis has the following structure:

1. Evolution of my teaching and scientific career, with the following
subdivisions:

1.1. Professional Training. This section mentions the attainment of my
Bachelor’s degree in Philology (at Lucian Blaga University of Sibiu [ULBS], Faculty of
Letters, History, and Journalism, specialization “Romanian Language and Literature —
French Language and Literature,” 2002), the Advanced Studies diploma (ULBS,
Faculty of Letters and Arts, specialization “Stylistics of the Romanian Language,”
2003), the Doctoral degree in Philology (Babes-Bolyai University in Cluj-Napoca,
2011), as well as participation in the postdoctoral program MINERVA — Cooperation for
Elite Careers in Doctoral and Postdoctoral Research (2014-2015). Additionally, 1
mention my research stages at the Catholic University of Leuven and the University of
Massachusetts — Boston, as well as my participation in the summer school of the
University of Oxford.

(advancing a new definition and classification of fake news and news in general, using
computational methods for identifying and assessing fake news, and reflecting upon
user responsibility in disseminating fake news).
